Our literacy text for spring term are:

In maths we will continue to count and 

explore numbers and number bonds. 

We will also identify   the patterns 

around us. For example: stripes on 

clothes, designs on rugs and 

wallpaper. Use informal language like 

‘pointy’, ‘spotty’, ‘blobs’, etc 

.  Extend and create ABAB patterns – 

stick, leaf, stick, leaf.  

 Notice and correct an error in a 

repeating pattern 

Topic- Understanding the world 

This half term our role play will be a 

police station. Where children will be 

able to take on the role of a police 

officer! We will be looking at the 

different people who help us. 

Look at different occupations and 

Talk about members of their 

immediate family and community.
